		♥Businesses have a welcoming attitude to all. People are friendly.


		♥Spaces and doors are easy to access with stroller.


		♥Aisles are wide and easy to navigate around corners.


		♥Mothers and babies have a friendly environment to feed if necessary.


		♥Doors open easily with one hand.


		♥All staff is aware and sensitive to the difficulties that can be experienced for the


		   parent shopping with young children.


		♥All children are respected as valued customers (now and in the future).


		♥There may be a small reward, e.g. sticker, stamp or balloon (not sweets).


		♥People with strollers are assisted when necessary.


		♥Spaces are Fun, Welcoming, Safe and Colorful!

What is a Mother/Baby Friendly Business?





This is a business or organization that welcomes mothers and babies and supports parents in the everyday but sometimes challenging task of shopping and accessing business and services.  They recognize that sometimes mothers need to shop with babies, young children, and strollers and that some people have more difficulty than others in using commercial and retail services. Mother/Baby Friendly Businesses welcome all families and try to accommodate their needs.

Families need to shop and eat, and many studies point to children as having increasing influence over their families spending patterns.  The experience of shopping is often more than a simple business transaction.
